Cultural autonomy of the federal states
Cities and municipalities are responsible for most cultural institutions
Transnational bodies:

Affairs of the Lander in the Federal Republic

> Kulturstiftung der Laender
> German Arts Council (non-profit association)
Institutions, fonds funded by the federal government:

» Goethe Institute (211 million Euro by Foreign Affairs)
> German Federal Cultural Foundation (35 million Euro)

venues without permanent ensembles
